If youôve had flood damage:  For faster service, 
heavy trash needs to be stacked in four categories: 
 
1. Debris:  Carpet, sheet rock and other flooded 
items such as furniture, clothes, etc. 

2. Chemicals:  Anything used to clean, oils, pool 
cleaners, antifreeze. 

3. Tree waste:  Fallen trees or limb debris 
4. White Goods:  Appliances 
 
Stacking items into their correct categories helps pick 
up go a lot quicker.  Make sure you take pictures be-
fore clean up begins for insurance records. 
 
Make a report with 3-1-1 for both street flooding and 
house flooding.   This will help Public Works track 
flooding issues. 

Note:  Recycle on hold 
until City can pick up 
flood damaged items.

Who doesnõt like a nice looking lawn?   And while you may 
not realize it, your lawn pays you back for all this hard work. It serves as 
a giant air conditioner to help cool your home. It releases a tremendous 
amount of oxygen and captures tons of dirt and dust to help keep you and 
your family healthy. It gives you a place to play croquet. And the healthi-
er your lawn is, the better it keeps up its end of the bargain. 

The good news is, you donõt have to slave over your lawn to keep it 
healthy. In fact, to a great extent, itõs not the amount of work you put 
into your lawnñitõs when and how you do it. The following five 
òingredientsó are essential for a healthy lawn.  

Tip 1: Adjust your cutting height to the time of year (and use a 
sharp blade). 

Tip 2: A few good soakings are better than lots of light sprinklings 
(but not in the evening). 

Tip 3:  Mow only the top one-third of the grass blade (and don't rake 
up the clippings). 

Tip 4: Timing is everything when it comes to fertilizers and weed 
killers. 
 
Tip 5: Aerate your lawn to help it "breathe." 
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
