PS:  Have you noticed the new trees on Harwin, Kirkwood, 

Beechnut, and Cook Road?  Those are the results of your 

Super Neighborhood requests to the City — it took 5 

years, but we finally got them and they look wonderful! 

 

 

Maintenance Fees:  Paying your maintenance 
fees is not an option.  It is a requirement that is 
enforceable by the courts.   Are you aware that 
the Homeowners Association can FORECLOSE on 
your property because you failed to meet your 
obligations?    

 
Our association must have 

a regular source of in-
come to exist.  Some of 

the bills that we are currently facing 
are (1) $55,000 for a new deck for the pool 

area — the pool cannot open without it ; (2) a 
5% increase for the cost of the constable — a 
service which residents demand ; and (3) in-
creased insurance costs — a business necessity. 
 
Brays Village offers an interest-free payment 
plan.   If you donõt take advantage of that plan 
and fail to pay your maintenance fees, the Associ-
ation can and will begin foreclose proceedings.  
Once the process starts, it automatically adds 
hundreds of dollars to your current balance for 
lawyer costs and filing fees.   According to the BV 
treasurer, we have begun the foreclosure  pro-
cess on 18 homeowners and 25 more are pending!  
Additionally, there are 25 more people who have-
nõt paid last yearõs fees so they will be added to 
the foreclosure list by summer.  We canõt operate 
without money!  Donõt risk losing your home be-
cause of non-payment of maintenance fees.   If 
youõre in doubt about your status, please call the 
office today!  Ignoring the problem will not make 
it go away.  
 
We have one paid employee at the association; 
everyone else is a volunteer.  If you live here you 
agreed to abide by the rules when you closed on 
your house.  Now, you need to do your part and 
pay your maintenance fees in full and on-time.   
The Board of Directors shouldnõt have to spend 
time and money writing letters to you, hearing all 
the reasons why you canõt pay and then demanding

Heavy Trash:  If youõre not 

sure about the exact day for 

heavy trash, please call the 

office and find out.   Please 

donõt put your trash out too 

early.

live with putting it out a day or two earlier if you must, 

but if the City deems it is out too early, the fines start 

at $255 and Brays Village adds another $100.  Save 

yourself some money and adhere to the schedule.

Vehicle Inspection and Registration:   Starting in 
March, the State of Texas will issue only a blue reg-
istration sticker.  The purple inspection sticker wonõt 
be issued, but all vehicles must still be inspected.  
This new law also changes the timing of inspections.  
To determine exactly what applies to you, go to this 
website:  www.twostepsonesticker.com.  Owners can 
input their inspection and registration information 
and the site will let you know what needs to be done.
